• High density of residents and buildings
• High heat stress –> cooling required
• Several educational institutions  -> traffic calming & safety

• WieNeu+ urban renewal program focusing on social & ecological 
innovation

Neilreichgasse – Gudrunstraße – Leebgasse - Quellenstraße

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Supergrätzl Favoriten – Challenges
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Pilot Phase:
+ increasing acceptance
+ useful for 1st Superblock project
- Extra costs
- Long timeframes (pilot, then construction)
 step-by-step plan for transformation needed: 
temporary measures vs. permanent reconstruction

Generally:
• Balancing temporary measures & greening
• Financing 
• Legal boundaries
• Transformation of neighbourhood is organisationally 

complex for a city administration
• Long timeframes (pilot to transformation) difficult to 

communicate
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Supergrätzl Favoriten – Good Practice
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• Pilot phase useful for gaining support from residents

• Holistic approach (traffic & public space concept) 
useful

• Road markings highlight potential for transformation

• Multilanguage information material on location

• Inclusion of local stakeholders from the start

• Guided tours to explain to residents what’s happening

• Framing interventions as necessary to maintain 
quality of life in changing climates
